Day 1: Arrival - GWK & Uluwatu Kecak Dance Tour (D)

Meeting service on arrival at the airport by our guide, then we will take you to see Garuda Wisnu Kencana (GWK).The park is
known for its iconic statue of Lord Vishnu riding Garuda. Visitors can explore the cultural exhibits, enjoy traditional
performances, and take in panoramic views of the surrounding area. It's a blend of art, culture, and spirituality. Then drive to
visit Uluwatu Temple. It set against a dramatic backdrop of limestone cliffs and a sea temple that dates back to the 11th
century. The temple is not only a sacred site but also provides an awe-inspiring vantage point to witness the spectacular
sunset over the Indian Ocean. This place is also famous for a traditional Kecak dance performance, usually held in an open-air
amphitheater adjacent to Uluwatu Temple. The Kecak dance is a unique and captivating form of traditional Balinese art,
accompanied by a vocal chorus of male performers who chant "cak, cak, cak" in rhythmic unison. The dance usually depicts
scenes from the Hindu epic, Ramayana. A dinner will be served at Jimbaran Bay before take you to the hotel.

Day 2 : Penglipuran and Ubud Tour, moving to Ubud (B,L)

Breakfast at the hotel

Today we move to Ubud. Check out, in the morning visit to Penglipuran Village, it is a traditional Balinese village known for its
well-preserved cultural heritage and unique architectural layout, it offers visitors a glimpse into the traditional Balinese way of
life. Then drive to Kintamani, it is known for its breathtaking and magnificent views of Mount Batur and Lake Batur, and the
surrounding villages. A lunch will be served at Kintamani. The next stop is Tegalallang Rice Terraces. Visitors are treated to
breathtaking views of expansive rice paddies carved into the hillsides in a series of stunning terraces. A swing is also available
with a nice view on personal cost. Finally Visit to Ubud town to see Ubud Palace and Ubud Art Market selling local handicrafts,
souvenirs, and traditional Balinese art. This provides an opportunity to support local artisans and take home a piece of Bali's
rich cultural heritage. Transfer to your hotel in Ubud for stay overnight.

Day 3 : Whitewater Rafting and ATV Ride (B,L)

Breakfast at the hotel.

In the morning join the white water rafting on Ayung River nearby Ubud. This two hours, visually spectacular rafting trip down
the river is made even more enjoyable by the secure feeling of using

the SAFEST rafting company available for your trip. As you carve through some of Bali's most appealing landscape, the Ayung
River provides a thrill that begins the moment you push of from the riverbanks. As you switch between Class Il and Il rapids,
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you will wind through deep valleys with cascading waterfalls and towering cliffs of prehistoric significance. A lunch will be
served at the finish point. In the afternoon, challenge your adrenaline by ride on ATV. The trek is absolutely amazing and
not monotone, such as waterfall, cave, ricefield, fun up-down trail to high hill in forest, bamboo plantation, river jungle
with mud. It’s very cool and picturesque adventure that will take you to an amazing experience riding on ATV. Back to the
hotel after the activity.

Day 4 : Lempuyang Gate of Heaven Tour, moving back to beach (B,L)

Breakfast at the hotel.

Checking out. Today the tour will take you to explore the eastern part of the island of Bali. The tour starts to see the
magnificent of Lempuyang Temple which was built on slope of the Mt Lempuyang. It has a very unique and
instangramable spot called the gate of heave where the great gate and the amazing view of Mount Agung as the
background. A lunch will be served at a local restaurant. The trip will continue to see the grandest water palace in Bali,
the Tirtha Gangga. Finally, a stop will be made to see the Taman Ujung. Taman Ujung Karangasem or Sukasada Park is a
beautiful park with big fish pond surrounds the old Karangasem Empire heritage building which was used by the
Karangasem's King for day relaxation or meeting place in. Arriving back to your hotel at Kuta area.

Day 5 : Bedugul and Tanah Lot Tour (B,L)

Breakfast at the hotel.

Begin your journey with a visit to Taman Ayun, a beautiful royal temple located in Mengwi. This temple, surrounded by a
wide moat and lush gardens, showcases traditional Balinese architecture and is known for its unique multi-tiered shrines.
Then drive to Bedugul, where you can explore the serene Lake Bratan and the iconic Ulun Danu Beratan Temple. The
temple is a picturesque water temple located on the shores of Lake Bratan and it is dedicated to Dewi Danu, the goddess
of water, fertility, and the lakes. It is one of Bali's most iconic and photogenic landmarks, often featured on postcards. A
lunch will be served at a local restaurant. A photo stop will also be made at the Bali’s iconic gate, Bali Handara Gate.
Finally, we will take you to see the most visited temple in Bali, Tanah Lot Temple, it is Bali's most iconic and

culturally significant landmarks. Tanah Lot is a sea temple perched on a rocky islet, surrounded by the Indian Ocean

and offering mesmerizing views.

Day 6 : Departure (B)

Breakfast at the hotel.

Checking out and transfer to the airport. A stop will be made at a handicraft/souvenir shop before dropping at the airport.
